Aboriginal Labour Force Survey
Regional Boundaries
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The Aboriginal Labour Force Survey provides data for three regions of the province.;

Region 1: Large Metropolitan Areas,
Region 2: Rest of the South
Region 3: North.

In the Northern Region there are
32,750 Aboriginal Peoples residing
off-reserve. They represent slightly
more than one quarter of the total
off-reserve aboriginals in the
province. By far the majority (63%)
are North American Indians. The
city in the North with the largest
son Creek = population of aboriginals is Prince
George with 7,155, -- their numbers
are divided pretty evenly between
Metis and North American Indians.
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The Southern Region of the
province, excluding the 4 large
metropolitan areas, is home to
25,415 aboriginal peoples living
off-reserve. Of those, 15,000
(36%) are Metis. Kamloops
and Nanaimo are the cities in
the region with the highest
concentration of aboriginals.

Victoria \
Four out of every 10 off-reserve Aboriginals in

the province reside In the large metropolitan .
areas. However, they make up only a small Large Metropolltan Areas

proportion of that area’s total population (2%).
By far the most, almost 3 out of 4, live in the
Vancouver Metropolitan Area .
